Creating a CodeWarrior Project (.mcp) File

1. Run C:\Program Files\MetroWerks\CodeWarrior\bin\IDE.exe

Or better yet — create a desktop shortcut. From the DeskTop right-click to obtain a pull-
down menu, select New, then select Shortcut. Clicking on thiswill invoke the Create
Shortcut Wizard. Browse to obtain the above path. .

2. Select [File][New]
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If the project file already exists, select [File][Open]. Go to Step 7.



3 Under the Project Tab select Win32 C++ Stationary. Enter a path name in the
Location text box and a project name in the Project name text box.

In the above example we created a folder H:\Compl150\MyProject and in that folder a
project file called MyProject.mcp. Click [OK]

4, In the next window select WinSIOUX C++APP. Thiswill generate a Windows
based application. Click [OK]



5. If successful you should see this project window. There are three folders—a
source code folder with a default main.cpp source code file and two library folders for
MetroWerks Standard Libraries (MSL) and Windows Simple Input and Output User
eXchange libraries (which allow your C++ program to run under windows).

If you select main.cpp and click on it, it will open the file. See step 7 below



6. The above only needs to be done once. Once a project fileisestablished it is
simpler to swap in different source code files (e.g. main.cpp above). To do thisright click
on the program name in the project window and select delete (don’t worry about the
warning message). To add a new source code file select the source folder (high-lighted
above) and from the pull-down menu [Project] select [Add File]. The following window
will allow you to locate and add the proper source code (.cpp) file



7. Selecting and double clickingmain.cpp in the source folder in the project window
will open this source code file. Enter your code then use [Fil€][Save Ag| to save thefile
under a different name (keeping the origina main.cpp for the next use). When you do this,
the project window will automatically be updated include the new file name as the source
codefile.

8. To run source code file use [Projects] [Run]
